Hospital

e Improvements along Shoal Creek
including replacement of retaining wall
and pedestrian handralil

Project Construction

Construction is scheduled to begin in late spring 2011, and last approximately 12 months.
During construction residents and businesses can expect some traffic delays, lane closures,
detours, noise, heavy equipment in the area, and construction dust. A portion of Shoal Creek
Trail will be closed and a detour provided during construction. Construction phasing and
timelines will be added to the project website as they become available.

Utility improvements along the portion of 34th street which crosses Lamar Boulevard will be
made via tunnel under Lamar. Lamar will not be closed for the construction of this project.

Shoal Creek Improvements and Trail Detour

As part of the 34™ Street Reconstruction Project, the City will be making improvements along Shoal
Creek including replacing a retaining wall which is structurally failing and stabilizing erosion of the
creek banks.

During construction sections of Shoal Creek Trail will be closed and detours will be provided as shown.
Detour notice signs will be installed prior to the beginning of construction and detour directional signs
will be installed during construction to guide trail users.

The Public Works Department is working with the Parks and Recreation Department to make these
improvements. Public Works will be presenting the improvement and detour plans to the Land,
Facilities, and Programs Committee and the Parks and Recreation Department.

The trail detours below will be necessary during the first phase of the project and are estimated to be
in place for approximately 30 days. Updates on timing and duration will be provided via email updates
and the project website.
