Funding in the amount of $762,242 is available from the Texas Automobile Burglary and Theft Prevention Authority 
for the project period of September 1, 2012 – August 31, 2013. A city match of $190,560 is required and will be met 
by accounting for portions of the salaries of existing personnel.

This action provides the resolution needed by the Texas Automobile Burglary and Theft Prevention Authority to 
complete the application process related to $762,242 in grant funding. The project period is September 1, 2012 – 
August 31, 2013. 
 
Grant funds will allow for the continuation of the salaries for five FTEs: three detective positions, a neighbourhood 
liaison, an administrative assistant. Grant funding will also cover the costs of sworn and civilian overtime, training, 
and supplies.
