The City Manager is directed to incorporate tempohbécycle detours as a
requirement within the scope of work for all capitaprovement projects that
affect bicycle routes and any multi-use trailgh#y add less than 20% of the
entire roadway construction, reconstruction, oranaeghabilitation project
costs. The costs of designing and implementindghmporary bicycle
detours shall be paid for as a project cost.
