Demolish a ca. 1951 house.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story rectangular-plan side-gabled frame house with a partial-width shed-
roofed over-door hood; paired 1:1 fenestration; vinyl shutters; Craftsman-style front
door.

RESEARCH

The house was built in 1951 by Austin police officer Henry Vorwerk, who with his
wife Lorraine, lived here until the late 1950s. The house was a rental unit in the
early 1960s, then was purchased by Joe and Eleanor Miller, who lived here until the
mid-1970s. Joe Miller was a laundry worker, attendant, and driver at the Austin
State School. Joe Ersthaler and his wife Carol owned and occupied the house in the
late 1970s — he was employed by Sears. Sandra Turgeon, an employee of the
University of Texas, owned and occupied the house in the early 1980s. By the mid-
1980s, the house was a rental unit once again.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is not listed in any City survey.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Release the demolition permit. The house has neither the architectural nor the
historical significance to warrant individual designation as a historic landmark.
