PROPOSAL

Demolish a ca. 1948 house.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story, irregular-plan side-gabled, frame house with a projecting double-bay section to
the left of the front entry, and a semi-detached rectangular-plan, side-gabled, one-bay
section to the right of the main block of the house; single 1:1 fenestration; partial-width,
shed-roofed independent porch.

RESEARCH

The house was built in 1948 by Ernest Strandtmann, a local builder. The first known
owners and occupants were Donald E. and Ernestine Riggs. Donald E. Riggs was a
salesman for Western Auto when he and Ernestine moved into this house; he then worked
as a salesman for Sani-Products of Texas, a potato chip company, until his death in 1965.
Ernestine Riggs continued to live in the house until the early 1970s. It was a rental unit
through the mid-1970s, when it was purchased by Peggy Holt, a nurse at Seton Hospital,
who lived there until the early 1990s; when she married Almad Hassan in the early 1990s,
they lived together in this house.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is beyond the bounds of the Comprehensive Cultural Resources Survey (1984).
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Release the demolition permit. The house has neither the architectural nor the historical
significance to warrant individual designation as a historic landmark.
