CTM has four sites with legacy security systems that require maintenance and support from a vendor authorized by 
the manufacturers. CTM did not consider acquiring the licenses required to provide direct support for these systems 
because the systems are old technology which will be replaced as part of the Enterprise Security Access System 
(ESAS) project.  Alarm monitoring is part of the support of the systems. CTM Security on call personnel are 
contacted by the monitoring company when there is an alarm event.
