(B) The Board shall grant a special exception under Subsection (A) of this 7 
 section if: 8 

 (1) the residential use for which the special exception is sought is allowed in an  9 
  SF-3 or more restrictive zoning district; 10 

 (2) the building official performs an inspection and determines that the violation 11 
  does not pose a hazard to life, health, or public safety; and 12 

 (3) the Board finds that: 13 

  (a) the violation has existed for: 14 

   (i) at least 25 years; or 15 

(ii) at least 10 [15] years, if the application for a special exception 16 
is submitted on or before June 6, 2016 [2013]; 17
