ANALYSIS / ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: The City of Austin Art in Public Places (AIPP) program of the Cultural
Arts Division, Economic Development Department (EDD) sought to commission a professional visual artist, or
artist team, to design and fabricate artwork for the Terminal East Infill Project at Austin-Bergstrom
International Airport. The commissioned artist will collaborate closely with the design team to create
integrated artwork for the new facility.
