The Prosperity Business Park annexation area (approximately 13 acres) is located in southern Travis County south of 
Slaughter Lane approximately 280 feet east of the intersection of IH 35 South and Oak Hill Lane.  This area is 
currently in the city’s extraterritorial jurisdiction and is adjacent to the city’s full purpose jurisdiction on both the 
northwest and southeast sides of the tract.
