PROPOSAL

Demolish a ca. 1940 house.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story, wing-and-gable-plan, minimal Colonial Revival-styled frame house with a
partial-width, shed roofed, independent porch on triple square wood posts with horizontal
dowels in an ornamental configuration; single and paired 6:6 fenestration.

RESEARCH

According to City permit and utility records, the house was built in 1940 by Jim M. Akin,
who, with his wife, Myrtle, lived here until around 1946. Jim Akin was the manager and
local agent for the Otis Elevator Company. Stanley and Willie Mae Miller are listed as the
owners and occupants in the late 1940s, and again in the early to mid-1960s. Stanley
Miller was the manager of the L. [Leonard] East Produce Company, Austin’s largest poultry
business at the time. In between the years of the Millers’ occupancy, the house was rented
out; tenants included the managers of a supermarket, a gas-oil, appliance, and sporting
goods business, and a cash register business. A. Raymond and Florence Trautwein are
listed as the owners and occupants of the house from around 1970 through recently. A.
Raymond Trautwein was a wholesale meat salesman.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is not listed in any City survey.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage relocation over demolition, but release the permit upon completion of a City of
Austin Documentation Package, consisting of photographs of all elevations, a dimensioned
sketch plan, and a narrative history, for archiving at the Austin History Center. While the
house does not have the historical significance to warrant landmark designation, it is an
excellent and intact example of late 1930s — early 1940s middle-class residential
architecture.

Stanley and Willie Mae Miller appear in the 1940 U.S. Census as the owners of the house at
4625 Depew Avenue in Austin. Stanley Miller was then 30, had been born in Texas, and was
the manager of a produce business. Willie Mae Miller was then 26 and had been born in Texas.
She had no occupation listed. They had a 5-year old son, Stanley Eugene Miller, who had been
born in Texas. The 1930 U.S. Census shows Stanley and Willie Mae Miller living with her
parents, William and Ella Page, at 69 Navasota Street in Austin. Stanley Miller was a delivery
boy for a produce house. Willie Mae was just 16. The household included two other married
children and their families.

A Raymond and Florence Trautwein (ca. 1970 -)

A. Raymond and Florence Trautwein appear in the 1940 U.S. Census at 1518 Treadwell Street
in Austin. A. Raymond Trautwein was then 31, had been born in Texas, and was a salesman
for a wholesale meat company. Florence Trautwein was then 24 and had been born in Texas.
She had no occupation listed. They had two small children: Amelia, 2; and A.R., Jr., 1; both
children had been born in Texas.
