Southwood Neighborhood Association and the South Austin Combined Neighborhood Planning (SACNP)
area united. This was successfully occurring prior to the November 4 meeting. In a short period of time, not
only did SACNP area get split up but the Southwood Neighborhood Association got split into two ICRC
districts.

Southwood organized as an official Neighborhood Association in the latter part of 90’s. Since then we have
worked to form a neighborhood identity. Southwood Neighborhood Association is comprised of precincts
T460 and T446. The current map splits these voting precincts between two different ICRC Districts. While
we have not wavered from our desire to have the SACNP to remain intact, we are requesting that at a
minimum you rejoin the Southwood Neighborhood. Please pull T-446 back into District 5.

You will see from the following table the impact on your data if Southwood Neighborhood is reunited.
Neither of the deviations created by the move would be outside the range of the current deviations in the
ICRC map.
