


Brays Bayou Regional Flood Control Project, Harris County, Texas. The
goal of the study was to analyze the existing flooding problems in the largest
watershed in the City of Houston, the Brays Bayou Watershed, and to develop
a Regional Flood Control Plan to mitigate flooding and allow for new
development in the watersheds. The plan was eventually incorporated into a
Federal Flood Damage Reduction Project by HCFCD and the Corps of
Engineers.
Ft. Bend County Surface Water Supply Study, Fort Bend County, Texas.
Study evaluating the effects of historical as well as projected subsidence on

stream flows in Fort Bend County. The study included the development of a
Water Supply Technical Plan, a Water Supply Management Plan and a
Drought Contingency Plan for Fort Bend County. An hydraulic model of the
Brazos River was developed to analyze the impact of subsidence on existing
levee systems along the River.
