This contract will provide ammunition for line of duty and for training for City of Austin Police Officers and training 
academy cadets.  The Austin Police Department (APD) provides ammunition for officers and cadets to use for 
practice, to carry while on duty, for qualification, and for use when attending various classes offered at the APD 
Training Academy.  All APD officers are required by State statute and departmental policy to qualify with all weapons 
they are authorized to carry, including handguns, shotguns, and rifles.  Officers qualify monthly at the Training 
Academy range by firing at a variety of targets depending on the weapon where they are rated for accuracy.  A 
minimum score must be attained for each type of weapon to continue using it. 
 
The types of ammunition provided under these contracts will be 223 caliber rifle ammunition, shotgun ammunition, 
and various caliber handgun ammunition.
