This interlocal agreement between the City of Austin, the City of Westlake Hills, and Travis County establishes
obligations in connection with a pilot project related to the purchase and implementation of an early warning wildfire
detection system. The pilot project will test the effectiveness of an early warning detection system for wildfires using
smoke sensors with the primary coverage being in the western portion of Travis County for a limited period of time
(one year). After the pilot phase, the parties will develop recommendations for wildfire detection on a long term basis
including the continuation of the use of smoke sensors, alterations to the methods used, and the expansion of the use
and other factors that present themselves during the one year pilot project.
