ANALYSIS / ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: Three City EMS stations were constructed in the 1980’s and ‘90’s, when
ambulances were smaller and fewer paramedics were stationed at them. The three EMS stations are:

* EMS Ambulance Station No. 8. 5211 Balcones Drive, Austin, TX
* EMS Ambulance Station No. 11. 5401 McCarty Lane, Austin, TX

The selected consultant will provide full architectural/engineering services for all phases of the project including
design, bid construction and warranty phases, including necessary variances from the Board of Adjustments and/or
Planning Commission for parking, building setback, impervious cover, and driveway locations. Partial demolition, as
well as renovation of the existing structure, combined with new construction may be necessary too.
