Description: Consider an ordinance amending City Code Chapter 25-10 relating to
requirements for sidewalk signs and merchandise displays.

Summary
e Allows a sidewalk sign to be installed without a permit.
Background: Initiated by Council Resolution 20140417-054.

Current code requires a sign installation permit for a sidewalk sign. On April 17, 2014,
Council approved Resolution No. 20140417-054 initiating amendments to City Code
Chapters 25-10 and 14-9 relating to the regulation of sidewalk signs and the placement of
merchandise and accessories on sidewalks adjacent to a business. The proposed change
will remove the requirement for a permit, but keep in place other existing requirements
for a sidewalk sign.

Staff Recommendation: Staff recommends the proposed code amendment.
