
ORDINANCE NO. 20140807-173 

AN ORDINANCE RENAMING THE ROSEWOOD RECREATION CENTER 
THE DELORES DUFFIE RECREATION CENTER. 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN: 

PART 1. Findings. 

(A) Delores Duffie has been a community organizer serving the East Austin 
community for more than 50 years. 

(B) Delores Duffie collaborated with community leaders and other involved 
citizens throughout the city on many fronts to build bridges across races, to 
promote social justice and quality education and adequate housing 
conditions in Austin. 

(C) Delores Duffie served on multiple Parent Teacher Association positions 
throughout Austin Independent School District and the East Austin 
community, the City of Austin's Housing Authority, the Citizen-Police 
Advisory Council, and served as the Rosewood Advisory- Community 
Service Chairman for 13 years. 

(D) Delores Duffie has devoted most of her life to public service and has served 
as a dynamic, generous, kind, understanding and outstanding public servant.
