PROPOSAL

Demolish an existing ca. 1991 one-story rear addition and a detached garage, and construct
a two-story addition to the rear of the house.

PROJECT SPECIFICATIONS

The applicant proposes the demolition of the existing detached garage and one-story rear
addition to the 1940 house to construct a two-story addition to the rear of the house. The
proposed addition will front-gabled, have hardi-plank siding, and a shingled roof; the new
garage for the house will be part of the addition and will open to the side facing the existing
driveway; fenestration in the addition is a combination of casement an fixed glass.

STANDARDS FOR REVIEW

The house is contributing to the Old West Austin National Register Historic District, which
has no specific design guidelines for additions. General design principles for historic
districts encourage additions to the rear of the house with scale, massing, materials, and
fenestration patterns complementing the house and other contributing houses within the
district. Additions should not visibly overwhelm the contributing house.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Approve the proposal with the recommendation that the front wall of the addition have
more variation in detail or more fenestration to avoid the appearance of a large front-gabled
blank wall from the street.
