20130606-050 concerning the 

creation of a year-long registration pilot program for residential rental 

property in the areas of North Austin Civic Association (NACA), “Restore 

Rundberg”, East Riverside/Oltorf Combined Neighborhood (EROC), 

Central Austin Neighborhood Advisory Committee (CANPAC) Planning 
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Areas, Hyde Park, Northfield and North Loop. 

 

The motion to adopt both rental registration ordinances; recommend a Chapter 54 enforcement 

program modeled after the Dallas program; consider a longer rental registration trial program limited 

to areas where code compliance is the principle issue in order to assure that the pilot program is 

effective; investigate a simplified permitting process for property owners responding to a citation;

d.  Discussion and possible action to add two possible amendments to the 

University Neighborhood Overlay (UNO) section of the City Code regarding 

affordable housing requirements and fee in lieu. 

i.  Increase the minimum of units/beds serving 50 percent or below 

MFI from 10 percent to 30 percent. 

ii.  Developers who provide at least 30 percent of units/beds to 

households at 50 percent or below MFI would be eligible for 100 

percent of S.M.A.R.T. Housing™ fee waivers. 

 

The motion to support recommendation as presented by staff on handout entitled “Neighborhood 

Housing and Community Development University Neighborhood Overlay Ordinance Amendments 

August 22, 2013” was made by Commissioner Mueller, seconded by Vice Chair Paup and approved 

on a 9-0-0 vote.
