AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE LARGE PRIMARY SPECIAL SERVICE
CONTRACT RIDER Il OF ORDINANCE 20140908-003 TO EXTEND THE
EXPIRATION DATE OF LARGE PRIMARY SERVICE CONTRACTS WITH
HOSPITAL SYTEMS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN:

PART 1.  Any hospital system that (i) currently has a Large Primary Service Special
Contract (“LPSSCR”) Rider Il contract and (ii) provides more than $10 million in
uncompensated care annually as reported to the State of Texas, may extend their existing
LPSSC Rider Il agreement to provide a term of June 1, 2015, to the end of the customer’s
billing month that includes November 30, 2015.

PART 2.  Notwithstanding any provision of the LPSSC Rider Il, base and fuel charges
under the LPSSC Rider Il do not apply under a contract extended pursuant to Part 1 of
this ordinance past May 31, 2015, to service at a location with a demand that does not
qualify under a rate schedule for more than 3,000 kW at primary voltage.
