The contract will provide Austin Water with a readily available supply of anthracite filter material that will be
purchased on an as needed basis and delivered to the Davis Water Treatment Plant and Walnut Creek Wastewater
Treatment Plant. The anthracite filter materials will be used to remove suspended particulate matter from the water
as a part of the treatment process.

The Environmental Protection Agency and The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality require filtration as
part of drinking water treatment. The wastewater needs to be filtered to be suitable for reuse. The product being
supplied complies with the American Water Works Association Standard B100 and the Nation al Sanitation
Foundation Standard 61 for indirect additives.
