AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CITY CODE CHAPTERS 25-2 AND 25-6
RELATING TO ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN:

PART 1. City Code Section 25-2-774 (Two-Family Residential Use) is amended to read
as follows:

§ 25-2-774 TWO-FAMILY RESIDENTIAL USE.

(A) For a two-family residential use, the base zoning district regulations are
superseded by the requirements of this section.

(B) For a two-family residential use the minimum lot area is 7,000 square feet.
(C) The second dwelling unit:

(1) must be contained in a structure other than the principal structure;

(2) must be located:

(a) at least [45] 10 feet to the rear or side of the principal structure; or

(b)above a detached garage;
(3) may be connected to the principal structure by a covered walkway;
[(4) may not have an entrance within 10 feet of a lot line;]
[(5)- unless the second dwelling unit-has- vehicular-access from-a rear alley it

[€6}](4) may not exceed a height of 30 feet, and is limited to two stories;

(a) 850 total square feet; or

PART 2. City Code Section 25-2-1463 (Secondary Apartment Regulations) is amended
to read as follows:

§ 25-2-1463 SECONDARY APARTMENT REGULATIONS.

(A) A secondary apartment is not permitted in combination with a cottage or
urban home special use.

(B) A secondary apartment must be located in a structure other than the principal

structure. [ The apartment may be connected to the principal structure by a
covered walkway].

(C) The secondary apartment:
(1) must be contained in a structure other than the principal structure;
(2) must be located:

(a) at least [45] 10 feet to the rear or side of the principal structure; or

(b) above a detached garage;

(3) may be connected to the principal structure by a covered walkway;

[€6}](4) may not exceed a height of 30 feet, and is limited to two stories;
