Staff with Austin’s Law
Department drafted an ordinance amending city code chapter 12-1 declaring the use of an
engine brake or retarder a nuisance, and specifically prohibits the use of an engine brake be
extended within 5,000 feet outside the limits of the City.

Committee, and asked that the item be open to public discussion at the City Council meeting
when the item is taken up.
