Entertainment License

July 17, 2015: Staff recommended creation of
an Entertainment License to support
consistent enforcement of the sound
ordinance, safety and security provisions.




Entertainment License Recommendation

Per July 17, 2015 Staff Report

1. Move amplified sound permits from City Code Chapter 9-2 (Noise and
Amplified Sound) to Title 4 (Business Regulation)

2. Require businesses with amplified sound to obtain an Entertainment
License to create a streamlined permitting process for music venues and
nightlife establishments

3. Redefine “Amplified Sound”
4. Authorize City staff to suspend entertainment licenses for safety violations

5. Synchronize permit renewal periods and requirements for all venues
