O Ensure health programs and services provided to the
community are culturally and linguistically appropriate

O Additional staff for the Quality of Life initiatives with focus
on African American, Hispanic and Asian populations

o HHSD is working in collaboration with the Office
of Sustainability to implement multiple food
strategies in the retail setting

o The goal is to ensure fresh foods are available to
citizens in the communities where they live.

o Specific interventions include:

o $150,000 for a Healthy Corner Store Initiative focused in 78744
and 78745

o $100,000 to support mobile farm stands.

o $100,000 to support the SNAP Double Dollar Incentive Program
at local farmers markets

o $50,000 for staff support




Ongoing Appropriation - $740,000
Rental Assistance

Rental Assistance - $740,000

O The goal of the program is to stabilize the client’s
housing by providing supports

O The target is homeless and/or housed clients who are
or are about to be experiencing a housing crisis

O This program will provide comprehensive case
management and basic needs services such as rent,
utility assistance and/or housing supports




Social Service Coniracts
S$1.825 million

HHSD Plan

O The first priority for this funding is to maintain the level of
services provided in FY15 by raising contract values to
account for the increase in the cost of providing
services.

O HHSD gathered input from social service providers and
Is determining the most effective and efficient way to
allocate the funding approved by Council.
