Council approval will provide continuation of existing child care services provided in the Child Care Voucher Services
Program provided by Young Women'’s Christian Association Greater Austin from October 1, 2016 - September 30,
2017.

The City's 2014-2019 Consolidated Plan notes the need for childcare assistance for low-income families. The Bridge
Child Care Voucher Program is intended to provide child care services to low income families in crisis to assist them
as the family works to transition or “bridge” to a more stable situation. Client families are typically not eligible for
other types of child care subsidies. Eligible families must reside within the Austin city limits, have gross family income
less than 200% of Federal Poverty Guidelines, and must be actively case managed by a recognized social services

agency.

Notification of issuance of a Request for Applications (RFA) for the subject services was sent to 176 firms on June
30, 2016. Young Women'’s Christian Association Greater Austin was the sole respondent.
