PROPOSAL

Demolish a house that was apparently moved to this site from an unknown location in
1951.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story, rectangular plan, side-gabled frame house with a central, partial-width, front-
gabled independent porch on plain, square wood posts; single 2:2 horizontally-divided
fenestration.

RESEARCH

There is a city building permit showing a house moved onto this site in 1951 from an
undisclosed location, but this house has every architectural indication of being built in
1951. dJohnnie W. Moore, a building attendant at the University of Texas, and his wife,
Bessie, are shown as the first owners and occupants of the house; he is also listed on the
building permit referencing the location of the house on this property. Johnnie and Bessie
Moore lived here until around 1957. He had been a painter before living here, and then
worked in the chemical department of the University of Texas for many years. They moved
from this house to a house on Chesterfield Avenue.

City directories show a Moe Sanchez as the owner of the house in 1959, but he is not listed
anywhere else. Robert and Evarista Medel owned and occupied the house in the early
1960s; he was a trucker. The house was then a rental property through the 1970s, with
tenants including a press feeder for the Steck Company publishing house and a park
grounds maintenance foreman. Around 1980, the house was purchased by H.H. “Pete”
Lockhart, and his wife, Kilda, who lived here for the rest of their lives. H.H. Lockhart had
grown up on a ranch in Uvalde County, and was retired when he and Kilda lived here.
Kilda had worked for J.C. Penney for many years.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is beyond the bounds of any City survey to date.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage rehabilitation and adaptive re-use, then relocation over demolition, but release
the permit upon completion of a City of Austin Documentation Package, consisting of
photographs of all elevations, a dimensioned sketch plan, and a narrative history, for
archiving at the Austin History Center. The house has neither the architectural nor the
historical significance to warrant individual designation as a historic landmark.

John W. and Bessie Moore (ca. 1951 — ca. 1957)

The 1940 U.S. Census shows Johnny W. and Bessie Moore as the renter of a house at 1010
W. 11" Street in Austin. Johnny W. Moore was 47, had been born in Texas, and was a
chemical janitor at the chemical department at the university. Bessie Moore was 42, had been
born in Texas, and was a dressmaker at home. They had a son, Newell, 15, who had been
born in Texas, and had no occupation listed.

The 1930 U.S. Census shows Johnnie W. and Bessie |. Moore as the renters of the house at
704. Johnnie W. Moore was 37, had been born in Texas, and was an assistant clerk at the
state university in the chemical department. Bessie |. Moore was 32, had been born in Texas,
and had no occupation listed. They had 2 children: Maurine, 13; and Newell A., 5. Both
children had been born in Texas, and neither had an occupation shown.

John W. (Johnnie) Moore

John W. (Johnnie) Moore, 98,
passed away after a bhrief illness on
Monday, January 21, 199i.

He was born in Travis County, Tex-
as, on August 28, 1892, to John W, and
Lou Johns Moore, a ploneer family
which farmed in and around the com-
munities of Pleasant Hill and Bluff
Springs, just south of Austin. He had a
keen memory and enjoyed relating
stories about life in eariy Austin such
as, when a boy, running a number of
miles to see the first aeroplane to land
near the city and other numerous
events, such as the hazards of riding a
horse or driving a horse or buggy
across the oid Congress Avenue sus-

After leaving the farm, at age 21,
Johnnie had various types of employ-
ment which included being a true
mule skinner on county road construc-
tion, attendant to veterans in the old
Confederate Home for Men, the gro-
cery business, supervisor of the Bry-
ant Dairy Farm formerly located in
the Camp Mabry area, door-to-door
salesman for Watkins Products and
finally, longtime emplovment with the
University of Texas at Austin. He
retired after 32 years in the old Phar-
macy & Chemical building on the UT
campus.

This fol-
lowed membership in the Hyde Park
tli;laptist Church; and he also assisted in

e building of the original Pleasant
Hill Baptist Church,

On December 21, 1985, Mr. Moore
was preceded in death by his wife of
70 years, ihe former Bessie irene
Jones, who was born and raised in
Scuth Austin.

He was the 15-year old son of Charlie A. and Mary Ann Lockhart, who rented their home.
Herman H. Lockhart was born in Texas, and was a laborer on a stock farm. His father, Charlie
A. Lockhart was also a laborer on a stock farm. Herman had a younger brother, Charles W., 13,

who was a laborer on a stock farm.
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The 1920 U.S. Census shows the Lockhart family living in a rented house in Justice Precinct_ 6
of San Saba County, Texas, where Charles A. Lockhart was a farm operator. The family

consisted of four daughters older than the 2 boys, Herman and Charles.
