PROPOSAL

Demolish a ca. 1950 house that is contributing to the historic district.

RESEARCH

The ca. 1950 house has International style design and is a long, low composition with stone
veneer, multi-light casement windows, and a hipped roof. There is a carport to the right of
the main block and an inset porch to the left of the main block.

The house was built by Frank and Nita Barron, who lived here until around 1952. Frank
Barron was a contractor who also had a real estate and insurance business. From around
1952 until their deaths, the house was the home of Joe Cockrell and his family. Joe
Cockrell was the proprietor of his own office supply and office furniture company until
around 1960. He then became the sales manager for Von Boeckmann-Jones, a large office
supply and printing business, before becoming the vice-president of Best Printing Company
around 1970. His wife, Dwyce, was the executive secretary for the Texas Federation of
Women’s Clubs for many years before she passed away in 1980. Joe Cockrell married again
— his second wife, Wanda, lived here until Joe’s death in 1997.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage rehabilitation and adaptive re-use, but release the permit upon completion of a
City of Austin Documentation Package, and upon the Commission’s review of the plans for
new construction on the site. The house is a nice, if modest, example of International-style
residential design, but lacks the requisite historical significance to warrant individual
designation as a historic landmark.

Joe L. and Dwyce Cockrell (ca. 1952 — ca. 1997)

The 1930 U.S. Census shows Dwyce M. Cameron (later Cockrell) as the 15-year old daughter
of Theodore R. and Mattie I. Cameron of Hondo, Texas, where they owned their home. Dwyice
Cameron was born in Texas as were her parents. Her father was the proprietor of an auto
repair shop. The 1920 U.S. Census shows Dwice [sic] Cameron living with her parents in San
Antonio, where they rented their home. Dwyce’s father, Theodore, 33, was a machinist in an
iron foundry.

The 1940 U.S. Census shows Joseph Cockrell as the 27-year old son of Clarence and Alice M.
Cockrell of Dallas, where they owned their home worth $27,500. Joseph Cockrell had been
born in Texas, and was a salesman for an electrical supply company. His father, Clarence
Cockrell, 59, was a Texas-born owner of an electrical supply company.

Her 1980 death certificate shows that Dwyce Maydelle Cockrell was born in 1915 in Texas, and
was living at this address at the time of her death. She was the executive secretary and editor
of a magazine.
