PROPOSAL

Demolish a ca. 1925 house that was moved to its current site in 1961.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story, front-gabled frame bungalow with a partial-width, front-gabled projecting bay
with a partially-inset porch on square wood posts; plate glass picture window in front;
single and paired 1:1 fenestration elsewhere.

RESEARCH

This house was originally built at 1505 S. Congress Avenue in 1925, and moved to the
current site by Fred Van Zandt in 1961. Fred Van Zandt, a laborer and yard worker, lived
here from the early 1960s until around 1983. When the house was on South Congress
Avenue, it was primarily a rental property, with tenants including a bricklayer, a highway
engineer, an accountant, and the proprietor of a beauty shop, who had her shop in the
house.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is beyond the bounds of any City survey to date.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage rehabilitation and adaptive re-use, then relocation over demolition, but release
the permit upon completion of a City of Austin Documentation Package, consisting of
photographs of all elevations, a dimensioned sketch plan, and a narrative history, for
archiving at the Austin History Center. The house has neither the architectural nor the
historical significance to warrant individual designation as a historic landmark, but should
be re-purposed as affordable housing if possible.

BIOGRAPHICAL NOTES:

John E. and Inez Doherty (ca. 1928 — ca. 1930) — lived at 1505 S. Congress Avenue.

His 1918 World War | draft registration card shows that John Edward Doherty was living on a
rural route in Del Valle at that time. He was born in 1898 and was a farmer in Elroy, Travis
County. He was of medium height and build, and had grey eyes and light hair.

The 1930 U.S. Census shows John Ed and B. Inez Doherty living in a rented house in San
Antonio. John Ed Doherty was 31, had been born in Texas, and was an operator for the bus
company. B. Inez Doherty was 29, had been born in Texas, and had no occupation listed.
They had a daughter, Edwin, 9.

His 1968 death certificate shows that John E. Doherty had been living in San Antonio for 39
years at the time of his death there. He was born in Texas in 1898 and was a bus driver. He is
buried in San Antonio.

Carl E. and Amy Clinger (ca. 1931 — ca. 1934) — lived at 1505 S. Congress Avenue.

The 1930 U.S. Census shows Carl and Amy Clinger at 105 W. Elizabeth Street in Austin. Carl
Clinger was 28, had been born in Texas, and was an engineer for the railroad. Amy Clinger
was 28, had been born in West Virginia, and had no occupation listed. They had no children
listed with them.

His 1971 death certificate shows that Carl Ernest Clinger was living at 1704 Alameda Drive at
the time of his death. He had been born in Travis County in 1901 and was a retired engineer for
the Highway Department.

Bruce and Louise Ward (ca. 1934 — ca. 1938) — lived at 1505 S. Congress Avenue.

The 1940 U.S. Census shows H. Brice and Louise Ward as the renters of a house in Fort
Worth, Texas. H. Bruce Ward was 34, had been born in Texas, and was an inspector for a fire
insurance company. Louise Ward was 25, had been born in Tennessee, and had no occupation
listed. They had 3 sons: William C., 6; Richard B., 5; and Lee Allan, 2. All of the boys had been
born in Texas. The family had lived in Austin in 1935.

H. Bruce Ward was living in San Antonio at the time of his death in an automobile accident in
1963. He had been born in 1906 in Texas and was an insurance salesman.

William D. and Lena Parrish (ca. 1940 — ca. 1943) — lived at 1505 S. Congress Avenue.

The 1930 U.S. Census shows William D. Parrish living with his sister and her husband in
University Park, Dallas. He was 24, had been born in Texas, and was a file clerk for a fire
insurance company.

The 1940 U.S. Census shows William and Lena Parish [sp] living at 4002 Avenue F in Austin;
they rented their house. William Parrish was 32, had been born in Texas, and was an
adjustment agent for a fire insurance company. Lena Parrish was 28, had been born in Texas,
and had no occupation listed. They had a son, Gayle, 6.

Her 1981 death certificate shows that Lena Parrish was born in 1921, but more likely 1911, in
Texas. Her age at death was listed as 69. She was living in Carrollton, Texas at the time of her
death. She was a housewife. Her husband, William D. Parrish, survived her.

Guy M. and Florence E. Dotson (ca. 1943 — ca. 1948) —lived at 1505 S. Congress Avenue.
Guy Dotson appears in the 1930 U.S. Census as a resident of the Confederate Men’'s Home,
where he was an attendant. He was 26 and had been born in Texas.

Guy Milton Dotson, 80, of Manor
died Tuesday, April 17, at his sister's
home in Austin.

Mr. Dotson was born on April 10,
1904 in Creedmore. He was a retired
employee with over 20 years of ser-
vice at the Balcones Research Center,
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The University of Texas at Austin. He
was preceded in death by his parsais,
John and Pear! Monroe Dotson, and
one sister, Faye Williams.

Fred Van Zandt is listed in the 1940 U.S. Census as the renter of the house at 1189 Comal
Street in Austin. Fred Van Zandt was a 42-year old Texas-born widower who worked as a
construction laborer. He lived with two daughters: Basyle, 21, a new worker; and Eunice, 18, a
maid in a private home; as well as his parents, Robert Van Zandt, 80; and Lena Van Zandt, 60,
a laundress at home. All of the other members of the household had been born in Texas.
