PROPOSAL

Demolish a ca. 1955 house.

ARCHITECTURE

One-story, front-gabled stuccoed frame house with a flat-roofed full-width independent
porch; single 1:1 fenestration; the former carport has been converted to living space with an
oversized 1:1 window facing the driveway (1980). The windows were replaced in 2008.

RESEARCH

The first owners and occupants of this house were Roger and Irene Florida, who lived here
until around 1960. Roger Florida was a tire salesman for B.F. Goodrich prior to moving
into this house, and Irene Florida was a clerk for the Steck Company, a large office supply
and printing company. While living here, Roger Florida operated a Texaco filling station on
Burnet Road.

From the early- to the mid-1960s, the house was owned and occupied by Charles and Letha
Sparks. Charles Sparks was a book-keeper for a popsicle machine company, and later the
secretary and treasurer of Ice Cream Specialties of Texas. The house has had a series of
renters and owners since the late 1960s.

STAFF COMMENTS

The house is not listed in any City survey to date.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage rehabilitation and adaptive re-use, as the house, though modified, represents
the architectural context of the neighborhood. The house does not qualify as a historic
landmark, so staff recommends release of the permit. The usual request for a
documentation package is not warranted here as the house was modified significantly in
1980 and does not retain its historic appearance.
