A. Connections 2025 Draft Transit Plan — Discussion and Possible Action

Caitlin D'Alton, Transportation Planner at Capital Metro, briefed the PAC on the Connections 2025 Draft Transit Plan,
gave an update on public outreach on the plan, and answered questions.

Heyden Walker submitted draft recommendation language for PAC approval which, after debate and amendment, read as
follows:

“NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City of Austin Pedestrian Advisory Council recommends approval of the
Connections 2025 plan, with the following considerations:

The PAC would like to see transit stops spaced not to exceed 1/3 of a mile on rapid routes.

The PAC would like to be assured that riders currently receiving paratransit services will continue to receive those
services under the proposed plan.”

Action taken: A motion to approve the recommendation as amended passed unanimously (9-0) on Peter Baird’s motion
and Girard Kinney’s second.

B. Drive-Through Facilities (City Code 25-2-813) — Discussion and Possible Action
Action taken: A motion stating that “The PAC requests that city staff, including Austin Transportation, Planning and
Zoning, Law, and others provide a report looking into how the City of Austin can require that businesses across the city
offer pedestrian service concurrently with drive-through and drive-in motor vehicle service. This includes, among other
issues, considering amending the Land Development Code as it pertains to drive-in and drive-through services.” passed
unanimously (9-0) after debate and amendment on Tom Wald's motion and Lenore Shefman's second.

C. Appointing New Project and Technical Subcommittee Chairs — Discussion and Possible Action
