For the goods
required for this solicitation, there were no subcontracting opportunities
therefore, no subcontracting goals were established.




The contract will provide Austin Water with Liberty Process Equipment progressive
cavity pump parts as approved original equipment manufacturer (OEM) by Robbins and
Myers progressive cavity pumps. The progressive cavity pumps are utilized for
processing the sludge in the wastewater treatment plants. The progressive cavity
pumps require OEM or OEM approved parts in order to maintain warranty and
efficiency. The preventative maintenance and repair of the cavity pumps are completed
by Austin Water trained mechanics.

The previous contract expired July 7, 2017. The department placed an order for parts
prior to contract expiration that will hold Austin Water until the new contract is executed.
The requested authorization amount for this contract was determined using
departmental estimates based on historical spend; along with a small annual increase to
account for an increase in pump repairs due to aging equipment.

A contract is necessary to keep the progressive cavity pumps operating. If the City is
unable to secure a contract, proper maintenance and unscheduled repairs would not be
accomplished risking pump failures. Pump failures potentially affect the processing of
the sludge which impact the City’s wastewater treatment, thereby creating a stockpile
which could contaminate the soil.
