The Purchasing Office issued an Invitation for Bids (IFB) 2200 GLB0068 
for these goods. The solicitation issued on November 20, 2017 and it 
closed on December 7, 2017. Of the four offers received, the 
recommended contractor submitted the lowest responsive offer. A 
complete solicitation package, including a tabulation of the bids 
received, is available for viewing on the City’s Financial Services 
website, Austin Finance Online.

Additional Backup Information: 
 
The contract will provide for the supply of fluorosilicic acid to be used at Austin Water treatment plants. 

The solution of fluorosilicic acid and water is added to the drinking water in accordance with City 

Resolution No. 20111215-011: “Continue to keep Austin water fluoridated because fluoridation of public 

drinking water is good, population based public health practice according to the Centers for Disease 

Control and the City’s Health and Human Services Department.”The product complies with the American 

Water Works Association Standard B703 and National Sanitation Foundation Standard 60 which governs 

additives for the treatment of drinking water.  

The current contract will expire March 31, 2018 with an average yearly expenditure of $266,914. The 

requested authorization amount was determined using estimates of future annual usage and historical 

spend.
