PART 1.  The City Manager is authorized to negotiate and execute all documents and 
instruments necessary or desirable to purchase in fee simple approximately 50 properties 
at high risk of flooding located in the Onion Creek Watershed, in an amount not to 
exceed $25,000,000. 

PART 2.  The City Council waives the requirements of City Code Chapter 14-3 for these 
acquisitions.  The City Manager is directed to acquire the properties under the guidelines 
for displaced persons set forth in the Federal Uniform Relocation Assistance and Real 
Property Acquisition Policies Act of 1970 and related federal regulations.
