The City Council conducted a public hearing, allowed public comment, and was given
a sufficient opportunity to obtain a response from the applicant regarding any questions or
concerns about the proposed development.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED:
After due consideration of the information provided by the applicant and public

comments, the City Council supports the proposed Development and confirms that its
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governing body has voted specifically to approve the construction and rehabilitation of the
Development and to authorize an allocation of Housing Tax Credits for the Development
pursuant to Texas Government Code 8§2306.6703(a)(4) and to authorize an allocation of
Housing Tax Credits for the Development.
