This project is for the relocation and adjustments of an existing water line and
appurtenances in conflict with the Texas Department of Transportation Boyce Lane
Roadway Improvements at Harris Branch Creek project.

The work consists of relocating approximately 250 linear feet of an 8 inch diameter
water line, including appurtenances. The construction of this relocation will be included
in the Texas Department of Transportation contract. All construction dates are
dependent upon the Texas Department of Transportation letting and is tentatively
scheduled for July 2018.

The City will provide construction inspection and testing for this project and provide
funding to the Texas Department of Transportation for construction of water lines and
appurtenances, including the cost of any change orders made necessary by field
changes to address unanticipated conditions under the terms and conditions in this
agreement. The Texas Department of Transportation will obtain the written approval of
the City for all change order requests prior to the Texas Department of Transportation
issuing the approved change order to the contractor.

Due to the potential for unknown subsurface conditions and utility conflicts when
working in the right-of-way, a 20% contingency in funding has been included to allow for
the expeditious processing of any change orders. A contingency is an additional
amount of money added to the construction budget to cover any unforeseen
construction costs associated with the project.
