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The Community Services Block Grant funds the delivery of services to low income Texas
residents in all 254 counties. These funds support a variety of direct services in addition to
helping maintain the core administrative elements of community action agencies.

For the City of Austin, the grant provides funding for the delivery of basic needs, case
management, preventive health and employment support services through the City’s six (6)
Neighborhood Centers and the three (3) Outreach Sites.

B Basic Needs (food, clothing, information and referral, notary services, transportation,
school supplies, car safety education and car seats, tax preparation, Blue Santa
applications, fans, Thanksgiving food baskets and other seasonal activities);

B Preventive Health (screenings for blood pressure, blood sugar, and cholesterol;
pregnancy testing; health promotion presentations, coordination and participation in
health fairs, immunizations, coordination of wellness activities, linkages to medical
home providers);

B Case Management (individual/family support counseling, advocacy, self-sufficiency case
management, crisis intervention, linkages with employers, educational opportunities
and training, and working with individuals on quality of life issues);

B Employment Support (intake, assessment and goal setting, job readiness training, job
placement assistance, and job retention services)

Programmatic/Administrative Updates

1. 2018 CSBG Budget - Due to the decrease in the poverty rate in Travis County, the final
allocation of CSBG funds from TDHCA was $34,794 less than the original estimated
allocation. TDHCA notified the City of Austin of the reduction with the release of the
final contract in June. Austin Public Health is allocating additional General Fund grant
support to the Neighborhood Centers to make up the shortfall.

2. 2019 CSBG Budget — Although the President’s Budget zeroed out CSBG, both the House
and the Senate Appropriations Committees recommended funding CSBG. The Senate bill
funds CSBG at $725 million, a $10 million increase from FY 2018. The House released its FY 2019
bill which funded CSBG at $749 million, an increase of $35 million over FY 2018. TDHCA
released its initial estimated funding allocations which holds the City of Austin at level funding
from its final 2018 allocation at $1,102,106.

2. CDC By-laws —The Audit and Finance Committee approved the CDC bylaw changes at
their meeting on May 23, 2018. The proposed changes must now be approved by the
full Council. We are working with Law and the City Clerk’s office to schedule final
approval for the August 9, 2018 Council agenda. In addition, we have met with the
Mayor’s office to address questions raised at the Audit and Finance Committee and to
address the 4 vacancies on the Commission representing the public and private sectors.
TDHCA receives updates on these vacancies on a monthly basis.

3. 2018 Community Needs Assessment and Strategic Planning — The 2018 Assessment has
been completed, and our next step is to begin our annual Action Plan and Strategic
Planning process for the next 3-5 year cycle. We would like for members of the
Community Development Commission to participate in this process with us, in order to
ensure the input of the Commission and to meet CSBG Organizational Standards.

4. CDC Designated Geographic Areas — A presentation will be made at the Commission
meeting regarding potential recommended changes to the designated geographic areas
representing the low-income areas of Travis County.

5. 2018 Bond Process — Council has made their initial recommendations for the bond.
Additional information will be provided at the Commission meeting.

6. Montopolis Recreation and Neighborhood Center — The ground breaking for the new
Center is scheduled for July 21, 2018.
