A. Shoal Creek Trail: Vision to Action Plan – Briefing and Possible Action 

 
Janae Spence, Public Works Department, Community Services Division Manager and Joanna Wolaver, Shoal Creek 
Conservancy, Executive Director briefed the PAC on the Shoal Creek Trail: Vision to Action Plan. 
 
PAC members then collaborated on draft recommendation language which, after debate and amendment, read as follows: 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Pedestrian Advisory Council is supportive of adopting the draft plan as 
an addendum to the Urban Trails Master Plan and rapidly implementing the five Priority Projects. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the PAC encourages staff to ensure that the final designs 
promote increased access for users of all abilities and that signalization and intersection improvements prioritize active 
modes of transportation over vehicles. Examples of improvements include leading pedestrian intervals (LPIs), raised 
cross walks, pedestrian hybrid beacons (PHBs), pedestrian refuge islands, automatic pedestrian recall, and themed 
wayfinding that identifies a clear path of travel. 

Action taken: A motion to approve the recommendation was adopted on Walker motion, Deolloz second a 5-0 vote with 
Gamble, Greenfield, Kinney, and Veazey absent.
