More potential strategies

» Wide residential streets without sidewalks: Move parking lanes 6'into the roadway, define new sidewalks with

parking stops and paint

Buffered bike lane

Ramp accommodates protected bike lane

» Fast, dangerous intersections with slip lanes: Remove slip lanes using K-71 delineator posts and paint
