These contracts will provide for the purchase of the most frequently ordered vaccines including
Influenza (Flu), Tdap (Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis), MMRV (Measles, Mumps, Rubella, Varicella), and
others. These vaccines are administered at clinics operated by Austin Public Health. The purchase of
these vaccines will allow the City to immunize approximately 10,000 individuals annually.

The Minnesota Multistate Contracting Alliance for Pharmacy cooperative establishes competitively bid
contracts that can be utilized by the City and other government agencies through a cooperative
agreement. Cooperative agreements save taxpayer dollars by leveraging volume-buying power to drive
down costs on hundreds of contracts through a streamlined cooperative purchasing program.
