Additional Backup Information:

This action will set a public hearing to consider the expansion of the Austin Downtown Public Improvement
District (PID) to add one property, Block 185 at 601 West Second, at the request of the owner, and add
adjacent public right-of-way. The property to be added is contiguous to the current PID boundary. Chapter 372
of the Texas Local Government Code requires that the governing body of the municipality hold a public hearing
to consider the expansion. Notice of the hearing to consider the expansion will be provided as required by law.

As required by the GWTP Master Development Agreement with the City, the property owner has requested to
become part of the PID and pay applicable assessments for improvements to the area that is benefitted by the
PID.
