4. Cheyanne Serrano, 26 –1000 S. Mopac Expressway NB@ William Cannon  
5. Victor Carr, 64 – 1100 block of Airport Blvd @ Springdale Rd  
6. Cesar Saunders, 15 – 14000 block of N. IH-35 NB, N of Howard Ln  
7. Halbert Hendricks, 40 –  2700 block of S. Congress Avenue, S of Oltorf  
 
Greenfield noted that there have been 33 traffic fatalities this year and that at this time in 2018 there had 

been 23.

• Urban Transportation Commission: In May the UTC approved motions regarding a proposed increase in 
the non-consent police tow rate and shared micro-mobility policy. 

• City Council Mobility Committee: In June, the Mobility Committee will discuss the following: 
o Preliminary findings in response to Council Resolution 20181213-044 related to creation of 

incentive programs to support increased transit use 
o Project Connect Update from Capital Metro 
o Fleet Electrification Update from Austin Energy, Fleet Services and Capital Metro. 
o Street Impact Fee Study Update 
o Land Development Code Revision update including transportation elements such as right of 

way dedication and reservation, transportation review and analysis, and transportation 
demand management. 

• General announcements: The second public meeting for the Longhorn Dam Multimodal Improvements 
project will be held on June 10 and an associated survey regarding proposed alternatives will be open 
through July 10.
