Demolish a ca. 1954 house
ARCHITECTURE

1-story frame residence with board-and-batten siding interspersed with brick accents; metal
carport; vinyl or aluminum multi-lite windows; and composition shingle roofing atop a side-
gabled roof.

RESEARCH

The house was built in 1954 by R. J. Claypool and sold to Marvin E. Gholson and his wife
Sibyl the same year. Marvin Gholson worked as an administrator and professor at the
University of Texas and Dallas Baptist College, and Sibyl Glass Gholson worked as a speech
and hearing consultant for the Texas Education Agency’s division of special education,
conducting speech therapy workshops throughout the state. The Gholsons lived in the house
until after their retirement in the 1980s. By 1992, the house was rented by Bruce Walters, a
real estate agent, and his wife, Kate Walters.

STAFF COMMENTS

The property does not appear in the 1984 Comprehensive Cultural Resources Survey.

Designation Criteria—Historic Landmark

1) The building is more than 50 years old.

2) The building appears to retain a moderate degree of integrity.

3) Properties must meet two historic designation criteria for landmark designation (City of

Austin Land Development Code, Section 25-2-352).

a. Architecture. The building’s architecture does not appear to be significant.

b. Historical association. There do not appear to be significant historical associations.

c. Archaeology. The property was not evaluated for its potential to yield significant data
concerning the human history or prehistory of the region.

d. Community value. The property does not appear to have a unique location, physical
characteristic, or significant feature that contributes to the character, image, or
cultural identity of the city, a neighborhood, or a particular group.

e. Landscape feature. The property is not a significant natural or designed landscape.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Encourage rehabilitation and adaptive re-use, then relocation over demolition, but release
the permit upon completion of a City of Austin Documentation Package, consisting of
photographs of all elevations, a dimensioned sketch plan, and a narrative history, for
archiving at the Austin History Center.
