and confirms that the City has more than twice the state average of units per capita supported

by Housing Tax Credits or Private Activity Bonds.

11.3 and 11.4 of Texas' 2020 Qualified Allocation Plan, the City Council supports the

Proposed Development; approves the construction of the Proposed Development;

authorizes an allocation of Housing Tax Credits for the Proposed Development; and

authorizes the Proposed Development to move forward.

Pursuant to Section 11.9(d)(1) of Texas' 2020 Qualified Allocation Plan and Section

2306.6710(b) ofthe Texas Government Code, the City Council confirms that it supports the

Proposed Development.
