SUBJECT: Approve an ordinance amending the Fiscal Year 2020-2021 Public Works Department Operating Budget (Ordinance
No. 20200812-001) to increase appropriations by $439,081 and to increase the number of authorized staff positions by eight
full-time equivalents to support the 2020 Transportation Infrastructure Bond.

ANALYSIS / ADDITIONAL INFORMATION: All six positions within the Transportation Fund will charge a portion of their costs
to projects within the 2020 Mobility Bond Program. The Net Budget Impact represents the amount of additional revenue
available to cover the cost of these positions and the overhead costs for this fund. Funding for future years is contingent
upon future budgets. Additionally, an annual 4% increase in personnel, commodity and contractual cost drivers is also
projected past FY 2022.
