AN ORDINANCE REZONING AND CHANGING THE ZONING MAP FOR THE 3 

PROPERTY LOCATED AT 10017 ½ DESSAU ROAD FROM COMMUNITY 4 

COMMERCIAL-CONDITIONAL OVERLAY (GR-CO) COMBINING DISTRICT 5 

AND LIMITED INDUSTRIAL SERVICES-CONDITIONAL OVERLAY (LI-CO) 6 

COMBINING DISTRICT TO MULTIFAMILY RESIDENCE MEDIUM DENSITY-7 

CONDITIONAL OVERLAY (MF-3-CO) COMBINING DISTRICT. 8

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN: 10

PART 1.  The zoning map established by Section 25-2-191 of the City Code is amended to 12 

change the base district from community commercial-conditional overlay (GR-CO) 13 

combining district and limited industrial services-conditional overlay (LI-CO) combining 14 

district to multifamily residence medium density-conditional overlay (MF-3-CO) 15 

combining district on the property described in Zoning Case No. C14-2020-0122, on file at 16 

the Housing and Planning Department, as follows: 17

A 3.488 acre tract of land, situated in the James O. Rice Survey, Section 31, 19 

Abstract No. 675, in the City of Austin, Travis County, Texas, said 3.488 acres of 20 

land being more particularly described by metes and bounds in Exhibit “A” 21 

incorporated into this ordinance (the “Property”), 22 

 23 

locally known as 10017 ½ Dessau Road in the City of Austin, Travis County, Texas, 24 

generally identified in the map attached as Exhibit “B”. 25

PART 2.  The Property within the boundaries of the conditional overlay combining district 27 

established by this ordinance is subject to the following conditions: 28 

 29 

A site plan or building permit for the Property may not be approved, released, 30 

or issued, if the completed development or uses of the Property, considered 31 

cumulatively with all existing or previously authorized development and uses, 32 

generate traffic that exceeds 17,670 trips per day. 33

PART 3.  Except as specifically restricted under this ordinance, the Property may be 35 

developed and used in accordance with the regulations established for the multifamily 36 

residence medium density (MF-3) district and other applicable requirements of the City 37 

Code. 38

	Comprehensive Planning
	This case is located along the Dessau Road Activity Corridor but not in an area with an adopted neighborhood plan.
	Connectivity- There are public sidewalks located along both sides of Dessau Road. There are no public transit stops or bike lanes within a quarter of a mile from the site. The mobility and connectivity options in the area are below average.
	Imagine Austin- The Imagine Austin Growth Concept Map identifies this project as being located along an Activity Corridor (Dessau Road). Activity Corridors are characterized by a variety of activities and types of buildings located along the roadway —...
	The following Imagine Austin policy is applicable to this case:
	 LUT P4. Protect neighborhood character by directing growth to areas of change that includes designated redevelopment areas, corridors and infill sites. Recognize that different neighborhoods have different characteristics and new and infill developm...
	 LUT P5. Create healthy and family-friendly communities through development that includes a mix of land uses and housing types and affords realistic opportunities for transit, bicycle, and pedestrian travel and provides both community gathering space...
	 HN P10. Create complete neighborhoods across Austin that have a mix of housing types and land uses, affordable housing and transportation options, and access to healthy food, schools, retail, employment, community services, and parks and recreation ...
	Conclusions: Based on this property being situated along an Activity Corridor, which supports residential uses, but the lack of mobility and connectivity options in the area, this project only partially supports the policies in the Imagine Austin Comp...
