Brown and Kattie Bell Rector Brown on July 30, 1925 in Dime Box,
Texas. He accepted Christ at an earfy age. He is preceded in deathi by
lis parents, his lifelong companion, Ruthie Mae Brown; six siblings:
Alonia Brown, Alton Brown, Tficola Brown, Wilma Faye James,
Norris Pittman, Gordon Brown and his son, Eulon Brown, Jr.

Rev. Eulon Brown, Sr. began his journey spreading the good
news of Jesus Christ, Our Lord and Savior, on March 25, 1949 at the
Corinth Baptist Church in Giddings, Texas under Pastor W M.
Neal. He became an assistant Pastor.

In 1950 fe was called to the New Union Baptist Church in
Giddings, Texas where fie served until 1956. ‘While pastoring, fie
attended Southern Baptist Seminary where fie studied theology and
he also attended Conroe College during this period of time from
1952—1958. Rev. Brown served as Pastor of the Saints Delight
Baptist Church in Paige, Texas.

In 1956 he was called to the Goodwill Baptist Church in
Austin, Texas serving as a_full time Pastor through 1963.

1964—1965 he served as Pastor of Providence Baptist Church
in Austin, Texas. In 1966 he served the New Bethel Baptist and the
Upper Zion Baptist Churchies in Midland, Texas.

He became a member of Rosewood Avenue Baptist Church in
1966 and was assistant minister to Pastor Relerford. During Pastor
Relerfords illness Rev. Brown took, over the responsibility until Rev.
Relerford’s death. On January 5, 1974, Rev. Brown was called to the
pastorate of Rosewood Avenue Baptist Church. He served until May
15, 1976.

On May 19, 1976 Loyalty Missionary Baptist Church was
organized and fe was called to Pastor. He was a faithful servant and
leader; he was also the Dean of the St. John Landmark District for
many years.

In his absence he leaves to cherish all of his memories three
daughters: Helen Griffin, Sharon Govan (Woody) and Carolyn Berry

History of the Church

On May 8, 1976, 128 members and Pagtor E.B. Brown 3r.
Separated from the Rosewood Avenue Baptist Church to the
Booker T. Washington Recreation Center to meet for worship
services each Sunday. Instrumental in this miracle was the
Brother Claude Crayton.

On May 9, 1976, Pastor Brown Sr., Deacons and Trustees,

Morris MeCutcheon, Frank R. Bennett Sr., James E. Bunton,

Arvy Crayton, Alvin B. Forge, Robert E. Burton, John Alex~
ander, Cleo Garrett, and Chester Stewart met at 1720 west

11th S8t., Austin, Texas (residence of Deacon McCutcheon)

for the purpose of organizing a church. The matter was prayer-
fully congidered and discussed. Accepting God's guldance,

the group voted to organize a church, which was named by
Sigter Bessie L. McCutcheon, LOYALTY MISSIONARY BAPTIST CHURCH.

On May 15, 1976 Pastor Brown Sr. and the Deacons brought
the decision to the body of 128 members; it was accepted.

On May 19, 1976 at 8:15 p.m. we met at 3416 Webberville
rd.,(Greater Union Baptist Church, Rev. L. M. Roberts, Pastor)
where the formal organization was conducted by Rev. S. L.
Davis, Pastor of Mt. Calvary Baptist Church, Secretary,

Rev. J. R. Williamg, Pastor of Truelight Baptist Church, and
present also was Rev. W. B. Southerland, Pastor 0of Sweet
Home Baptist Church.

All present were sworn in as deacons, trustees, and
members of the new church, one came by Christian experience
(Bro. Herbert Mitchell), and two came as candidates for
baptism (Bro. Sherman Johnson and Sis. Regina Nash). We had
a jJoyful time.

Rev. Eulon B. Brown Sr. was called to be the Pastor.
He is a Cod sent servant, leader and Pastor. He always asks
God's guidance and protection in leading this great congre-
gation. God has bestowed him wonderfully and given him to
us. God has put His own spirit within him. He has been en-
dowed with great power and ability.

Through the obstacles and struggles God was our gulde,
helper and maker. We had to put our faith, hope and trust
in Him. God was testing us as Christian believers and ser-
vants for His cause and Name.

Pastor Brown Sr., Deacons, Morris McCutcheon, Frank R.
Bennett, Arvy Crayton, and John Williams worked diligently
to find a more permanent location for the church.
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Our Pastor

Rev. Eulon B. Brown Sr. was ordained %o the Gospel Min-
istry March 25, 1949 at-the Corinth Baptist Church, Giddings,
Texas by Rev. W. M. Neal. He became an assistant Pastor.

In 1950 he was called to the New Union Baptist Church,
Giddings, Texas. He served to 1956.

While pastoring, he attended the Southern Baptist Seminary
(accumalating 38 hours in theology and 8 hours &t Conroce Col-
lege 1952-1958), During this period of time Rev., Brown served
as Pastor of the Saints Delight Baptist Chur'ch, Paige, Texas.

In 1956, he was called to the Goodwill Baptist Church,
Austin, Texas, serving as full time Pastor thyrough 1963,

In 1964-1965 he served as Pastor of Pro?idence Baptist
Church, Austin, Texas. In 1966 he served the New Bethel Bap-
tist Church and the Upper Zion Baptist Church, Midland, Texas.

He became a member of Rosewood Avenue Baptist Church in
1966 and was assistant minister to Pastor Relerford. During
Pastor Relerford's illness, Rev. Brown took over the respon-
sibility until Rev. Relerford's death. On Jan ary 5, 1974
Rev. Brown was called to the pastorate of Rosewood Avenue
Baptist Church. He served until May 15, 1976.

On may 19, 1976 Loyalty Missionary Baptist Church was or-
ganized and he was called to Pastor. He is a faithful servant
and leader. He is the Dean of the 8t. John Landmark District.



We soon learned the Govalle Baptist Church was for sale.
The Pastor, Deacons and Trustees gave this some consideration
and then brought the suggestion to. the church. It was ac-
cepted. We met at the Booker T. Washington Recreation Cen-
ter while preparation was going on for us to take possession
of these facilities.

Rev. W. S. Southerland invited us to come and see all
the facilities at Govalle Baptist Church. On June 6, 1976
we met and worshipped in this edifice. God certainly worked
a miracle; this physical structure is now named LOYALTY
MISSIONARY BAPTIST CHURCH.

On July 4, 1976 sixty candidates were baptised and
another fifty were added by Christian experience bringing
the total to 238 members.

Working through conflict and difficulties, God was still
with us, testing our trust and faith. Pastor, Deacons and
Trustees were stedfast in the fight to keep these facilities.
By the power of Almighty God we are yet here!

Members and all Auxiliary Heads have done a wonderful
Jjob in supporting the church with the help of vigiting
Pastors and churches.
Funds raised June 1976 - December 1976  $20,902.36
Disbursements $13,892.43

Through the working of God, on July 20, 1977 we were
able to purchase the church building and grounds (3 acres)
for $100,000 from the North Austin State Bank.
