AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CITY CODE CHAPTER 12-5 (STOPPING, 1 
STANDING, AND PARKING) TO ADD A NEW SECTION 12-5-67 RELATING TO 2 
PARKING WHILE ACCESSING OR REMAINING AT A POLLING 3 
LOCATION. 4 

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF AUSTIN: 5 

PART 1.  City Code Chapter 12-5 of the City Code (Stopping, Standing, and Parking) is 6 
amended to add a new section relating to parking while accessing or remaining at a 7 
polling location, to read as follows:  8 

“§ 12-5-67 - PARKING BY A PERSON ACCESSING OR REMAINING AT A 9 
POLLING LOCATION.  10 

Notwithstanding any other provision of this title, a hearing officer appointed under 11 
Section 12-5-54 (Hearing Officer Powers, Duties, and Functions) may dismiss parking 12 
citations for expired meter, expired parking pay station, expired parking space, and 13 
extending time limit that are issued to any person accessing or remaining at polling 14 
locations for the purposes of voting, volunteering, or working at a polling site within the 15 
city limits of Austin if the hearing officer determines that free or unrestricted parking was 16 
not available.” 17
