Supply, Inc. to provide industrial lubricants, each for a term of five years in an amount not to exceed
$1,980,000 divided between the contractors.

The
solicitation was issued on April 4, 2022 and closed on May 5, 2022. The recommended contractors submitted
the lowest responsive offers.

Additional Backup Information:

The contracts will provide industrial lubricants and grease for equipment at various water and wastewater
treatment plants and industrial facilities throughout the City. The industrial equipment requires lubrication for
daily operations and to prevent malfunctions.

The requested amounts were determined by departmental estimates using historical, current, and projected
spending data. The contract will replace a contract expiring September 30, 2022. One of the recommended
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contractors is a current provider of these goods.
If the City is unable to secure a contract for these goods, there may be increased downtime for industrial
facilities.
