Changes Melinda Mallia & Kimberlee Harvey spoke about the progress being made on
updating the 1995 BCCP ILA/Shared agreement.
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3. Rehydration, Water Quality Enhancement, and Reforestation Projects on the
Balcones Canyonlands Preserve — Jim O’Donnell, City of Austin BCP Biologist, gave
a presentation on land management activities that are capturing water on the BCP to
help with restoration projects.

4. Potential ESA Listings in the BCCP Permit Area — Lisa O’Donnell, City of Austin
Senior BCP Biologist, and Blake Sissel, Travis County BCP Biologist, gave an update
on potential ESA listings in the BCCP Permit area including the Bracted Twistflower and
the Pedernales Salamander.

5. BCP Partner Report Highlights — Lisa O’'Donnell, City of Austin Senior BCP
Biologist, gave updates on the Golden-cheeked Warbler General Land Office
Lawsuit, and concerns about rangewide abundance survey studies and the current
species status assessment. BCCP Coordinating Committee will submit a letter to
the Service highlighting BCP staff concemns. O’Donnell also highlighted mycorrhizal
fungi research happening on the BCP. Mallia spoke about progress being made on
the BCP Visitors Center.
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
